Am | covering my brake controls to quicken my
reactions? What is your mindset - ask yourself before riding - Am | distracted, angry, upset?

Establishing the safest motorcycling environment possible is one of the commitments of the GWRRA Motorist
Awareness Program. Through coordinated efforts and teamwork, we can accomplish the goal of educating the motorist
community.
